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Organizing the team

· Manager

· Phone cards, game sheet labels, rosters of some sort with parent names, cell and home numbers, addresses

· Communication - Calling tree or email tree or vmail box

· Fundraising as needed

· Sweats, spirit wear, car decals

· Seasonal parties, awards, recognitions 

· Get parents involved - kickoff meeting

· Discuss goals for the season and get their perspective in check

· Tournaments

· Indoor

· Parties

· Sidelines on gameday  - silent or only cheering, not shouting directions

Coaching guidelines

· Setup practice schedule with parents (day of week and frequency)

· Count number of practices you’ll have before the season and budget the time to accomplish the techniques in preparation for the season.

· Things to have covered in preseason and repeated during the season

            GENERAL

· Laws of the Game

· Offsides

· Direct and Indirect fouls

· Duration of the game

· Formations – should take advantage of strengths allowing max playing time for all the players

· Substituting and philosophy

· If possible - players need to learn mult positions – get input from players 

· Stretching – at the beginning and end of every session/game

· Dynamic stretching at beginning after 5-10 min warmup

· Light jog after game meet the players at midfield and have them jog to opposite sidelines and back while doing light stretching (side to side, crossovers, walking lunges, hurdlers stretch inside out and outside in, then gather as a group and groin stretch, hamstring, etc)

TECHNICAL

· Conditioning with ball (limit the time just running laps)

· Dribbling basics

· Dribbling feints/moves

· Receiving

· Shielding

· Passing basics – short distance 

· Passing basics – long distance 

· Shooting basics – accuracy vs power (ball rolling toward, away, volley, ½ volleys)

· Heading basics

TACTICAL

· Attacking fundamentals (penetrate, depth, mobility)

· Defending fundamentals (immediate chase delay, cover, balance)

· Possession

· Dead ball plays offensive

· Dead ball plays defensive

· Review the game analysis sheet and use it to help prepare the next practice sessions as the season wears on.

· Look for trends, problems, and the positives to reinforce during the practice sessions

· Consider having someone do stats during the games… even if they are approximates – it may help you review the positives and areas to work on
